He responded that pension Law
was not his specialty. This makes the question even more important. How and why? We will just have to see how this
plays out.

As we move towards the new year, hopefully we will see the end of this legal mess. Hopefully we will see our interest
checks as well. | believe that our Pension Trustees, one and all, are of a mind to settle this matter once and for all.
The lawsuit itself seems to be a bar to early settlement.

To refresh your memory, when we received the 2004 13 th Check, it was short by the amount of $100 for Retirees and
$50 for Spouses. The settlement is only for the interest owed. The $100 and $50 dollar amount will be added on to the
interest check.

While flipping through a book detailing the history of the
Tampa Police Department, somet
eye. It was a brief mention of Juan Nales, the only member of

the West Tampa Police Department to be killed in the line of

duty. But when he turned back a few pages to the section that
listed officers who died while serving the community, Nales
wasndt | isted. So he went
seum on Franklin Street. He scanned the wall bearing the
names and photos of Tampabds f
date back to 1895. There was one problem Juan Nales was no-
where to be found.
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On Sunday, July 18, 1920 Officers Tranquilo Martinez and
Juan Nales stopped and questio
near the Tamp -Cuba cigar factory, which was located on the
corner of Armenia and Pine Street in West Tampa. Nales ar-
rested the man and was in the process of escorting the suspect

to the West Tampa jail,  located on the corner of Main and

Al bany. Thatds when Martinez,
hind Nales, heard the shots.

Reports in the Tampa Tribune and Tampa Daily Times are
sketchy, but it appears the apprehended suspect tried to escape
and a struggle ensued. The assailant knocked out several of

Nal es® teeth before shooting h
foot. Newspaper accounts indicate Nales was shot with his own
gun. Pursuing officers lost the suspect somewhere near Grand
Central (todayds Kennedy Bl vd)|

feet from where he was shot. He died soon after.

Just 25 years old when he was killed, Nales left behind
his wife, Concepcion 20, and their 13 month old daugh-
ter. What 6s worse Concepcion
Nales born six months after his father died in the line

of duty on the streets of West Tampa.

Eighty -eight years later, Vince Rabelo is working to

give Nales the recognition he deserves. Rabelo, owner of
Rabel o6s Barber Shop on Hi
began calling around to see if anyone knew why Nales
had not been honored al ong
officers. He contacted Major George McNamara with

the Tampa Police Department for answers.
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West Tampa was incorporated in 1985 and remained
separate from the City of Tampa until 1925. Therefore,
o0Of ficer Nales was not a
Major McNamara. In 2003, The Florida State Fraternal
Order of police honored
morial in Tallahassee but locally he remains unknown.
Until now.

Major McNamara meets monthly with the Police Me-
morial Committee, comprised of volunteers and TPD
staffers. They plan to honor Nales and another officer
killed while serving on the Port Tampa Police Depart-
ment.

Nal es even if he wasnot
